LONG GUN REGISTRY 

Legislation Introduced: Legislation to 

eliminate the long gun registry, C -19, 

was introduced in the House of 

Commons by the Public Safety 

Minister Vic Toews on Tuesday, 

October 25th.  

òEnding the Long-Gun Registry Act,ó 

C-19 fulfills a long standing election 

promise by the Conservatives to scrap 

the wasteful and ineffective long gun 

registry.  

C-19 will: Repeal the requirement to 

register non-restricted firearms (long 

guns) and provide for the destruction 

of all records pertaining to the 

registration of long guns currently 

contained in the Canadian Firearms 

Registry and under the control of the 

chief firearms officers. C -19 will 

maintain controls over restricted and 

prohibited firearms.

FREEDOM 
The Marketing Freedom for 

Grain Farmers Act was 

introduced in the House of 

Commons by Agriculture 

Minister Gerry Ritz on Tuesday, 

October 18th.  

When C-18 comes into force on 

August 1, 2012, prairie grain 

farmers will be free to make 

their own business decisions 

and sell their grain to the 

buyers of their own choice.  

After Royal Assent on August 

1st, 2012:  

¶ Individuals and companies 

will be allowed to freely 

make grain contracts. 

However if a farmer or grain 

company makes any moves 

prior to August 1, 2012, 

t h e y  w i l l  b e  i n 

contravention of the Act.  

¶ The prohibition of moving 

grain across provincial 

boundaries will be lifted.  

¶ Repeal of the existing CWB 

Act automatically ends the 

CWB monopoly. 

¶ The CWB does not have any 

regulatory authority over 

any commodity traded after 

August 1, 2012. However, 

the CWB will maintain its 

regulatory authority for 

three months after Aug. 1, 

2012 for wheat and barley it 

took possession of prior to 

that date.  

¶ Once the existing CWB Act 

is repealed, a new act 

called the CWB (Interim 

Operations) Act establishes 

the legal basis for the 

interim CWB to function 

anywhere in Canada as a 

grain company and to trade 

any grain under the 

Canadian Grain Act. 

Mr. Trost and his fellow 

Conservative MPs are of the 

opinion that lawful firearm 

owners, like hunters and 

farmers, should not be 

treated as criminals.  

C-10: TOUGH ON CRIME 
Sell Drugs, Go to Jail:  During Question Period on October 18th, 

Minister of Justice Rob Nicholson said: òWe have also been very 

clear that if individuals get into the business of 

selling drugs to children or they bring illegal drugs 

into this country, they will go to jail, and that is 

what Canadians want.ó 

No Pardons for Child Molesters:  Ontario 

Conservative MP Brad Butt (Mississauga-

Streetsville) made an interesting observation 

about C-10 in the House of Commons on Oct. 

24th: òIn the Safe Streets and Communities Act  

(C-10), we proposed mandatory minimum sentences for those 

who commit sexual offences against children as well as ending 

the shameful practice of allowing pardons for child molesters. 

Shamefully, the opposition has obstructed these measures.ó

OTTAWA COMBATS ELDER ABUSE  
On Oct. 17th, the Government of Canada began accepting applications 

for elder abuse prevention projects under the New Horizons for Seniors 

Program (NHSP). Organizations with eligible projects can receive up to 

$250,000 per year in contribution or grant funding, for up to 3 years.

REPEAL OF THE CWB ACT ENDS THE MONOPOLY 
The repeal of the existing CWB Act on August 1, 2012 

will automatically end the CWB monopoly, 

automatically end the Boardõs regulatory authority 

and set up a five year transition period.  

What happens next?  

After the existing CWB Act is repealed the CWB 

(Interim Operations) Act is implemented. The interim 

CWB will be governed by a board of five directors 

(including the president) who are appointed by the 

Governor-in-Council. The 10 elected directors will be 

removed from power.  

Government Oversight over interim CWB  

The CWB must provide audited statements to the 

Minister of Agriculture at regular intervals and upon 

his request. The CWB must provide all information to 

the Minister that he requires. The legislation also 

requires that the CWB follows all directions of the 

Minister and that these directions are deemed to be 

in the best interest of the corporation.  

A pension fund and employee insurance plans will be 

set up under the legislation. A government guarantee 

on borrowing will also be established. The Finance 

Minister must approve all borrowings. The Minister 

also sets the rate and what is guaranteed.  

The Marketing Freedom for Grain Farmers Act will give 

western Canadian grain farmers the right to choose how 

they sell their wheat and barley.  

Grain Pools 

The legislation established the ability to run 

pools for grains, based upon the current pooling 

system, with two exceptions: First, it is 

voluntary. Second, the initial, interim and final 

payments do not need Governor-in-Council 

approval (they can be made by the Ministers of 

Agriculture and Finance).  

The legislation established the ability to handle, 

buy and sell grain outside of the pooling system.  

On privatization, within four years of coming into 

force, the interim CWB must provide a 

privatization plan to the Minister. If the CWB fails 

to privatize by the 5 year deadline, the Minister 

may wind up operations and liquidate the corp.
